	China torture lawyer alive - but still not free

There is confirmation today that missing Chinese human rights lawyer Gao Zhisheng is alive – after an international campaign by partners of Release International and other human rights groups. 

Gao, who was abducted by the Chinese authorities in February 2009, has spoken to his wife and children for the first time.

 

Release International partner China Aid has confirmed the phone call to his family was genuine. It follows a concerted campaign calling on the Chinese authorities to declare whether Gao was dead or alive and to release him.

 

The campaign included the production of a video detailing the brutal torture he had received during previous interrogations. The video, produced by China Aid, was based upon an open letter to the Chinese authorities written by Gao and authorised for release to the international community.

 

Last week, Release and Christian Solidarity Worldwide co-hosted a news conference showing the video detailing the torture Gao had endured under interrogation. Leading Chinese dissident Bob Fu and a Beijing human rights lawyer also addressed members of parliament in the UK and Northern Ireland in a bid to increase pressure on the Chinese authorities. On Sunday Gao spoke to his wife and children for the first time in more than a year, and also gave a brief statement to reporters. He claimed to have been released six months ago and was now living in a Buddhist retreat on Wutai Shan mountain in Shanxi province.

 

Release partner Bob Fu confirmed the phone call was from Gao but said he sounded weak and in poor health.

 

‘The pressure seems to have paid off,’ says Release CEO Andy Dipper. ‘We’re delighted to receive confirmation that Gao is still alive. But there are still many questions that still need to be answered.

 

‘When a fellow lawyer asked to visit him, Gao refused to give details of his whereabouts, saying he had “friends around him” – indicating he is still under close surveillance by the Chinese authorities.

 

‘If he was released six months ago, why has it taken so long for him to get in touch with his family and other human rights lawyers? And if he is really free, why hasn’t he been able to leave China and join his family in the United States?’

 

Bob Fu added: ‘Yesterday’s events happened as a result of international pressure. But Gao is still not free yet. His movements are being watched and monitored. He is not free to speak publicly or without surveillance.’

 

Gao was arrested after defending leaders of the house church movement and practitioners of the banned movement Falun Gong. He was described by the New York Times as

‘one of China’s most high-profile human rights lawyers.’

 

Release and its partners are now calling on China to allow Gao Zhisheng to join his family, who have sought refuge in the United States. ‘124,000 people in 180 countries signed a petition calling for Gao’s freedom,’ said Andy Dipper. ‘We must keep up the international pressure until Gao is really free to be reunited with his family.’

Christian human rights activist Gao Zhisheng, kidnapped by state security agents on 4 February 2009, has been released, though he appears unable to move or speak freely, reports Compass Direct News.

On Tuesday 6 April Gao told Bob Fu, president of the US-based China Aid Association (CAA), by telephone that he had just returned to his Beijing apartment from his guarded location in Shanxi Province.

“Gao Zhisheng and his family have suffered deeply from the long separation,” Fu stated on CAA’s website. “Despite the persecution, he continues to trust the Lord.” 

Gao’s, wife, daughter and son escaped to the United States in March 2009. Gao has declined to discuss his physical condition or how he was treated during his captivity. He told the Associated Press that by leaving his role as a critic of human rights violations in China, he hopes to be reunited with his family. 

Gao’s disappearance had drawn protests from international human rights groups, US and British officials and the United Nations. He has defended house church Christians and coal-miners as well as members of the banned Falun Gong.

In an earlier report, CAA noted that Chinese Christians can expect more attacks on large urban churches, harsher punishments for house church leaders and tighter control of registered churches this year. Authorities last year targeted house church leaders, sometimes handing out harsh sentences and fines; carried out violent raids on large urban churches; attempted to disrupt regular worship meetings and tightened control of churches registered with the government-approved Three-Self Protestant Movement, and CAA said more of the same is expected this year. 
 

	Iraqi Christians protest over killings 
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Iraqi Christians say more needs to be done to protect them

Hundreds of Iraqi Christians have taken part in protests calling for government action after a spate of killings. 

At least eight Christians have been killed in the past two weeks in the volatile northern city of Mosul. 

The killings prompted an appeal by Pope Benedict on Sunday for Iraqi authorities to protect vulnerable religious minorities. 

The UN says more than 680 Christian families have fled Mosul since the recent attacks. 

Sunday's protests took place in the town of Hamdaniyah, 35km (22 miles) east of Mosul, and also in the capital, Baghdad. 

Marchers in Hamdaniyah, many carrying olive branches, were led by priests including the second-most-senior Chaldean bishop, Shlemon Warduni. 

"The government has done nothing so far," he said, calling on the US, UN and EU to "defend the rights of Christians in Mosul".

In Baghdad, a smaller number of protesters carried Iraqi flags and shouted "stop the killing of Christians", at the gathering in Ferdus Square. 

The BBC's Hugh Sykes, in Baghdad, says Islamic militants associate Christians with what they regard as "crusaders" - the US-led forces that invaded Iraq in 2003. 

The recent killings were only the latest in a list of violent attacks on Christians in Iraq. 

In 2004, five Christian churches in Baghdad were bombed. 

Christians - and Christian priests - have been kidnapped, murdered, and maimed. 

Christian businesses - often sellers of alcohol - have also been bombed and burned. 

Two years ago, the Chaldean Catholic Archbishop of Mosul, Paulos Faraj Rahho, was kidnapped and murdered. 

Most of Iraq's estimated 700,000 Christians are Chaldeans - Catholics who are autonomous from Rome but recognise the Pope's authority. 

In his address on Sunday, the Pope said: "I appeal to the civil authorities to complete every effort to give security again to the population, and in particular, to the most vulnerable religious minorities." 

The latest murders come ahead of Iraq's parliamentary election on 7 March.
